The workshop aimed to educate and train participants on the principles of earthquake-resistant design, seismic risk assessment, and mitigation techniques. The primary goal of the workshop was to propose new technologies and methods for seismic risk mitigation, particularly in urban areas of Central Asia. The workshop was co-organized by the M.T. Urazbaev Institute and the University of California, Berkeley. In total, more than 60 scientific reports were presented. The workshop also included training and a masterclass for young researchers. 
The special focus of the workshop was the experience of specialists from the University of California in organizing continuous monitoring of buildings and structures of critical infrastructure and historical architectural monuments. The field tests were provided on Tashkent civilian objects. One of the significant achievements of the Workshop is the expansion of regional cooperation aimed at mitigating seismic risk and addressing the harmonization of building codes at both regional and international levels.
